What qualifications will | gain
from this programme?

Heavy Transport Learners will gain their
Class 2 Licence, Logbook, Dangerous Goods
Endorsement, Forklift Operators Certificate
and Forklift Endorsement.

Light Transport Learners will gain their

Full Class 1 or Restricted Licence, Forklift
Operators Certificate, Dangerous Goods
and Log Book, however, will not achieve their
Forklift Endorsement,

Civil Transport Learners will gain their Class
2 Licence, Logbook, Forklift Operators
Certificate, Forklift Endorsement, Wheels
Endorsement, Tracks Endorsement and
Rollers Endorsement.

How long is the programme?

The programme is fuli-time for 16 weeks.

Do | need to have a full licence?

This will depend on the course option that
you select (i.e. Heavy, Light or Civil).

You will need to have held a minimum of:

Heavy - A full NZ Class 1 Licence for a
minimum of 6 months.

Light - A Class 1Learner Licence for
a period of 6 months or a Restricted
Licence for a period of 18 months; or

Civil - A full NZ Class 1 Licence for a
minimum of 6 months.

If you have not held the appropriate licence
for the minimum required periods, you can
enrol on a later intake by registering your
interest with us.

What if | want to do more truck
licences?

You can only qualify on this programme
once. If you wish to do more licences, these
will have to be arranged separately. It is
suggested that you discuss the options
available to you with our Tertiary Programme
Coordinator Manager.
